Jessica Mellows, aged 25, is a university music student.

Jessica has attended infrequently over recent years, generally to seek prescriptions for
Ventolin. Recently she has been experiencing "funny turns” with faintness and rapid
palpitations. These episodes have been lasting 5-10 minutes and are quite incapacitating.
They occur more readily when she is scared or anxious.

Physical examination was normal. You have just managed to catch her in an attack and do an
ECG which shows paroxysmal atrial tachycardia. She reverted spontaneously to sinus rhythm
during the ECG and the remainder of the trace was normal.

Jessica is now waiting to see you after the ECG.
